DISTANCES:
Marathon - 42,195 km.

Half-marathon - 21,097 km. 
Mini-marathon - 4.2 km.
At the same time LLAF's (Lithuanian Athletics (track and field athletics) Federation) organized Championship of marathon and Youth Championship will take place.
THE TIME AND PLACE OF THE EVENT
The competition will take place on September 13, 2009 in Vilnius.
The start/finish: Vilnius Cathedral Square (Šventaragio str.)
Marathon starts at 10.00 a.m.
Half-marathon starts at 10.00 a.m.
Mini-marathon start at 10.10 a.m. (schoolchildren and adults)
Awards at 2.00 p.m.
TIME LIMITS:
Marathon - 5 hours 30 minutes.

Half-marathon - 3 hours.
The electronic system of time measurement will be turned off at 3.30 p.m. on the day of the race and the time results will not be recorded. Also, at 3.30 p.m. the roads of the town will be opened and the organizers of the marathon will not be responsible for the safety of the runners who will still remain on the road of the race.
PARTICIPANTS:
All willing people can participate in the competition after filling in the entry documents, passing medical examination and confirming this by their signature. The participants take part in the event at their free will, nobody is forcing them and they accept all the risks (unexpected health problems, etc.) related to the competition and will have no legal claims in this respect to the organizers of the Marathon. Upon the registration the participant must have a personal identification document. Only persons over 18 can participate in the Marathon and Half-marathon distances. Parents, guardians or trainers are responsible for the underage children participating in the Mini-Marathon.
With the registration to the International Vilnius Marathon, the participant authorizes the organizers, sponsors and media partners, the acquisition of the rights to use the still and moving images in which he or she appears, taken through any kind of the medium and used for all promotional and/or advertising purposes in any part of the world for the maximum period of time provided by the existing laws, rules and treaties, inclusive of any applicable extension without any additional permission from the participant.

SPECIAL TERMS AND RESTRICTIONS:
The participants can use only their names and surnames while getting registered into any of the competitions. It is forbidden to give your number to other participant. If these terms are not followed, the participants will be disqualified and the results will not be included into the competition protocol. 
The registered participants can change the starting distance /pace before September 1, 2009. They have to pay 20 EUR distance change fee.
Every participant of the competition must have a number fastened neatly on the T-shirt. The number has to be fastened on the front of the T-shirt to be clearly visible.
For the participants and their supporters it is strictly forbidden to use any kind of transport, e.g. bicycles, roller-skates, skate-boards and other wheeled vehicles. In case of breaking this restriction the participant will automatically be disqualified.
The participants are not allowed to have any personal escort during the race. In case of breaking this restriction the participant will automatically be disqualified.
No animals are permitted on the course during the race. In case of breaking this restriction the participant will automatically be disqualified.
The "ChampionChip" time measuring system will be used for timing. Each competitor must attach the time measuring device ("chip") on the shoe following the guidelines shown in the instruction. Time results will not be included into the race protocol and the time will not be recorded if the competitors do not attach or attach the "chip" inappropriately.
The "chips" must be carried back to the organizers after the race. Those who will not return the "chips" will be fined 20 EUR. 
Any deviation from the set course (without the permission of the judge) is prohibited. In case of breaking this restriction the participant will automatically be disqualified.
Any possible claims must be submitted to the Technical director of the competition in written form within 30 minutes after the termination of the competition, accompanied by a fee of 30 Euro, which will be refunded if the claim is satisfied by the appeal commission (the director of the marathon, technical head/director, a representative of LAF). The claims are not considered unless the fee is paid.
CATERING ON THE COURSE:
Catering stations will be set up along the course of the marathon and half-marathon where participants will be given energetic drinks, water and fruit. Catering stations and water and wet sponges for the refreshment will be set up every 5 kilometres. Water and wet sponges for the refreshment will be set up every 5 kilometres starting from the 7.5th  kilometer of the course.
AWARDS:
Marathon winners and prizewinners will be awarded:
- 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place winners (men and women) will be awarded Vilnius Marathon Cups of the year 2009;
- 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place winners (men and women) will be awarded Sunnto T3 heart rate monitor;
- The winners and prizewinners of different age groups will be awarded diplomas;
- The oldest participant will be awarded a memorable prize;
- Lithuanians (men and women) who will be the first to reach the finish will be awarded monetary prizes established by LTOK (Lithuanian National Olympic Committee);
- 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place winners (men and women) of Lithuanian Championship of marathon and Youth - Championship will be awarded medals and diplomas of The Federation of Athletics; 
- 1st- 5th place winners (men and women) of Lithuanian Championship of marathon and Youth Championship will be awarded material prizes;
- All the participants who will finish the distance within the time limits will be awarded medals of Vilnius Marathon of the year 2009;
Half-marathon winners and prizewinners will be awarded:
- 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place winners (men and women) will be awarded Vilnius Half marathon Cups of the year 2009;
- 1st place winners (men and women) will be awarded Sunnto T3 heart rate monitor;
- All the participants who will finish the distance within the time limits will be awarded medals of Vilnius Half marathon of the year 2009.

Mini-marathon winners and prizewinners will be awarded:
- 1st-3rd place winners (men and women) will be awarded Vilnius mini marathon cups of the year 2009;
- 1st place winners (men and women) will be awarded Sunnto T3 heart rate monitor;
- All the participants who will finish the distance will be awarded badge of Vilnius mini Marathon of the year 2009.
